How can I remove all the air from this glass?
During the depression this field was a sheep ranch owned by a man named Yates. Mr. Yates wasn’t able to make enough on his ranching operation to pay the principal and interest on the mortgage, so he was in danger of losing his ranch. 
With little money for clothes or food, his family (like many others) had to live on government subsidy. On a hunch had someone come in to test for oil.
At 1,115 feet they struck a huge oil reserve. The first well came in at 80,000 barrels a day. Many subsequent wells were more than twice as large. In fact, 30 years after the discovery, a government test of one of the wells showed it still had the potential flow of 125,000 barrels of oil a day.
And Mr. Yates owned it all. 
The day he purchased the land he had received the oil and mineral rights. A multimillionaire living in poverty. 
Most don’t understand the resources available to them because they don’t look. Studying God is the way we understand the resources God has given us.
Theology, queen of the sciences. Good theology, good everything else.
CS Lewis said that Theology is practical: .If you do not study Theology, that will not mean that you have no ideas about God. It will mean that you have a lot of wrong ones.

Vs 5-7 Jesus says to the disciples that He is going away. And the disciples are filled with sorrow. 
To your advantage that He is going away. Why? If He does not go then the Spirit will not come. Why?
Jesus death on the cross enables the apostles and the rest of the church to experience something that no one to that point has had. The indwelling of God’s Spirit in them.
" The disciples were not ignorant of the promises that the Spirit should be given to inaugurate the reign of the Messiah. They know that He will pour out His Spirit upon all flesh; not only the sons and daughters, the old and young of Israel enjoying a blessing far beyond all temporal favors, but the servants and the handmaidens, in short, all flesh, and not the Jews alone sharing it.
 In OT, HS would come God’s people to empower them for certain tasks but not indwell them permanently. Verse Examples.

Who is the Holy Spirit? Triangle of Trinity. Father, Son, Holy Bible?
When is HS first mentioned in Bible? Most believe that the Holy Spirit is only mentioned in the New Testament however He is mentioned working before the creation of the world and in the lives of God’s people ever since. Genesis 1:2 
Verse examples HS Old Testament.
Subordination of the Trinity (ontological vs. economic)
Subordination makes us think of a lower rank or a subservient position. 
all three Persons of the Godhead are equal in nature. God the Father, Jesus the Son, and the Holy Spirit all have the same divine nature and divine attributes. Contrary to the teaching of many cults, there is no ontological subordination (no difference in the nature of the three Persons of the Godhead). This means that Jesus is not a lesser god than God the Father, etc.
 What the Bible does teach is an economic (or relational) subordination within the Trinity. The three Persons of the triune Godhead voluntarily submit to each other respecting the roles They perform in creation and salvation. So, the Father sent the Son into the world (1 John 4:10). These roles are never reversed in Scripture: the Son never sends the Father. Likewise, the Holy Spirit is sent by Jesus and “proceeds from the Father” to testify of Christ (John 14:26;15:26). And Jesus perfectly submitted His will to the Father’s (Luke 22:42;Hebrews 10:7).

Economic or relational subordination is simply a term to describe the relationship that exists among God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit. Essentially, economic subordination within the Trinity refers to what Goddoeswhile ontological subordination refers to who Godis.

Biblically, all three Persons of the Trinity have the same essence and nature, but each One has different roles or activities when it comes to how God relates to the world. For example, our salvation is based on the Father’s power and love (John 3:16;10:29), the Son’s death and resurrection (1 John 2:2;Ephesians 2:6), and the Spirit’s regeneration and seal (Ephesians 4:30;Titus 3:5). The different tasks that we see the Father, Son, and Spirit perform are the result of the eternal relationship that exists among the Persons of the Trinity.

Why didn’t Jesus stay after His resurrection? Jesus wanted the disciples to go throughout the world to share the gospel. If Jesus was on this earth, where would disciples want to be? In just 300 years 70% of known world had heard the gospel.

John 15:8–11 teaches us that the Holy Spirit convicts us of sin to conform us to Jesus’ likeness.

1. Convict world of Sin (Their need for Jesus)
When we feel conviction of sin, the next step is to turn to Jesus. 
Unbelievers turn to Jesus 
Many times people feel conviction of sin (From their broken conscience or from the Holy Spirit in their lives) but they don’t turn to Jesus.
They can 
1) IGNORE IT - I shouldn’t feel conviction or guilt over anything. I’m OK, you’re OK. Written by Thomas Harris.
2) EMBRACE IT – Yes, I enjoy my sin, so what… (I feel bad because I need my sin, when I do that, I’ll feel better.
3) WORLDLY SORROW – Sorry I got caught
4) Godly Sorrow – Repent and turn to Jesus and get Freedom, Peace and Power.
"The answer lies not in refuting the cause-and-effect nature of the universe or of man's behavior but in looking elsewhere than in the past for cause." (87) The author suggests that in addition to the past, "man's ability to contemplate the future" contributes to his behavior (88). This observation, however, fails to say much about man's unaided ability to change. God is left completely out of the picture in this system, where man is the sole judge of truth as well as the sole agent for change. 

12-15  Guide you into all truth –
 3 classes of people who need to be "guided": those who are blind, those who are too weak to walk alone, or those journeying in unknown country. By nature, we are spiritually blind, and He guided us into the way of "truth" (2 Pet. 2:2). Then as "babes" in Christ, He has to teach us how to walk (Rom. 8:14). Then as travelers through this wilderness scene, as we journey to the Heavenly Country he shows us the way.
· Through the Spirit the Apostles would write the New Testament and He will bring to mind all that Jesus said and did. John 14:26
· Not speak on His own (What He says is from me and my father) – You trust God the father, right? Trust Jesus right? Yes, then you will Trust the Holy Spirit. They don’t act alone, they always act together in harmony.
This does not mean, as some suppose, that He should not speak about Himself. He has told us much about Himself in every section of the Scriptures. But He would not speak from Himself, independently of the Father and the Son. As the Son came not to act independently of the Father, but to serve His Father, so the Spirit is here to serve the Son. The reference is to His administrative position.
